Dear Assemblymember XXX:


I have been a doctor of chiropractic for XX years, and my practice is located in your district.  I am writing you to support A7403, sponsored by Assemblyman Vito Lopez.  This bill would allow doctors of chiropractors to form partnerships with medical doctors.

Current New York law prevents a doctor of chiropractic and a medical doctor from forming a partnership.   If I want to form a partnership with a medical doctor, I must give up my practice and become an employee of the medical doctor.  This bill would allow me to become a full partner with a medical doctor.  This is important because practice in and among the health professions has changed and will continue to change.  The formation of collaborative, integrative practices is the future of healthcare.  



Moving towards a more effective and efficient healthcare system is imperative, and this legislation is an important first step.  Many other states are already allowing the formation of these types of partnerships.  This structure is beneficial not only to the practitioners involved in that the cost of overhead and labor are reduced because administrative efficiencies are achieved but also to the patients of these practitioners.  Having integrated health care providers in the same practice creates ease of access and care for patients and allows the patient to save time and money by being able to have access to integrated health care services in one place. 


As the nature of health care continues to change, this legislation is needed to allow practitioners to find ways to maintain healthy care coordination and collaboration, and sustainable joint practices for the benefit of patients.  


It is for these reasons that I strongly support this legislation.  I hope that you will also support this legislation and consider becoming a sponsor of the bill.
